This half term our focus will be fairy tales to begin 
with. We will start by looking at the story of the 
three little pigs. Whilst focusing on this book, we 
will do things such as learning to identify the 
beginning, middle and end of a story, acting out the 
story, creating a story map, writing speech bubbles, 
and making a WANTED poster. We will then move 
on to Goldilocks and the three bears where our end 
product will be a BEWARE poster. For each, 
character descriptions will play a big part.  
 
After this, we will be looking at the story of the 
everywhere bear. We will do some caption writing, 
use of emotive language and again, character 
description. Finally, we will be looking at a book 
called The Teddy Robber, with similar focuses to 
those already mentioned to build stamina and 
independence. There will be a big emphasis on 
letter formation, capital letters, finger spaces and 
full stops throughout.
